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THE VALUE OF COPYING

You probably noticed in the media that Betty Churcher’s “Notebooks” have been launched recently. Her
book contains her sketches of masterpieces she reveres and those that Betty wants etched in her memory
as her sight tragically deteriorates. To do this Betty gained special access to sketch in some of the great
galleries of the world.

As we are all aware, sketching and painting the works of the masters has a long and important history.
Copying was of course at one time how artists learned to draw and paint, and in some art schools this is still
an important practice (see below). It could also be a source of inspiration and new ideas for many great
artists. For instance, at one stage of his
life, Cezanne visited the Louvre on a
daily basis with his sketchbook, and
some of his great works were inspired by
the paintings of other masters. | was
recently surprised to find works by Van
Gogh which are very closely based on
the works of Millet whom he greatly
admired. You probably know of other
examples of such influences amongst
artists.

| had my first experience of attempting to
copy the work of a great artist when
Leanne Crisp in an Open Access course
at the ANU School of Art asked us to
choose an artist we admired and copy
one of their works. | chose a
watercolour by John Singer Sargent ‘ ;
whose style | love, and | consider him to be one of the all-time great painters in that medium. Through this
exercise Leanne succeeded in having us realise how the artist composed the painting through the use of
colour. It was not an exercise in learning to copy or fake it. Rather the challenge was to get into the spirit
of the painting and see into the mind of the painter.

That is what John Myatt encouraged
students in his course at the 2010 SAE to
do, as well as come to understand and
appreciate the artists’ techniques. As
you would now be aware, John has
generously supported ASOC financially.
As an outcome, we decided that we
should create a new section of our
Spring Exhibition that acknowledges the
value of copying. While we have rather
lightheartedly called it the “John Myatt
Prize for the Most Fabulous Fake”,
creating the section is certainly not about
forgery!

We trust we will have a good crop of
entries in this section. More importantly,
we hope to encourage you to explore the
work of a great artist to open your eyes to new possibilities in your own work. Or to enrich your understand-
ing of what artists of the past achieved, and what we all build on today.

BEST ABSTRACT

There is a major prize for the Best Abstract judged across the seven media sections. The definition of what
constitutes abstract art varies somewhat. The Exhibition committee is not taking an extreme view on this
but has adopted the following definition which will be supplied to the judges:

‘Abstract art includes a. work without a recognisable subject and completely non-representational, b. work
which is a figurative abstraction leaving only the essence of a recognisable form, and c. work which repre-
sents things that are not visual, such as emotions, sounds, and spiritual experiences.’

MOLONGLO CATCHMENT PRIZE: NATIVE GRASSLANDS

The Molonglo Catchment Group (MCG) are sponsoring this prize with a $500 donation. This is in addition
to the $2000 for the first prize donated by ACTEW Corporation. Please note that this first prize is now non-
acquisitive which means that should you win that first prize, you are at liberty to also sell it!

The sub-theme for this year is “The Untold Riches of our Native Grasslands”, and this can be interpreted in
many ways. To help you we have received advice from environmental groups involved in this part of our
exhibition.

Tom Baker of the MCG advises: Key grassland areas include those south of Fyshwick, along Lanyon
Drive, Belconnen Naval Station area, Majura Valley north of airport, large areas of upper Molonglo valley to
Captains Flat, Upper Jerrabomberra Creek areas such as Little Burra, open areas between Gungahlin and
Sutton/Gundaroo, some valleys into Brindabellas and many interesting smaller pockets around Canberra.
Most ACT communities have local grasslands, including ridge reserves, many of which have grassy eco-
systems.

A surprising number of cute and interesting animal species including insects and amphibians require grass-
land as habitat.
