In my role as President | get to see in great detail how ASOC operates, and what resources we need to develop
further. Given that we are not a corporation with salaried staff, but a community based organisation absolutely de-
pendent on the membership, | think it is worthwhile to investigate the question ‘How is ASOC possible?’ You might
think that ASOC is kept running by the Management Committee. While it certainly plays a critical role in handling the
finances and making major decisions, that is only part of the story. As | look around at all of the activities going on in
our Society, | realise that we depend on the following.

LEADERSHIP AND INITIATIVE

These have been much in evidence in the past six months as eight members have come forward and offered their
services to convene our workgroups. Apart from one group, they were recently built from scratch. They all demand
not only a commitment of time from these member convenors, but also the organisation of the groups, and in most
cases the development of art programs and activities.

TEAMWORK

We are about to have the first meeting of this year's Spring Exhibition. At that meeting there will be thirteen members
of last year's committee, skilled and experienced as a team from the challenges of mounting this major event in 2010.
We are also starting to plan and organise next year's Summer Art Experience. This time we are going to undertake
that major task through having members undertake various roles and working as a tight-knit small group. Already six
people have volunteered to join that team which must work like a well-oiled machine!

PROPOSALS

It delights me that we receive a fairly steady stream of ideas and proposals from members: “Would you like me to plan
atrip to Guthega?”, “What about an airbrushing demonstration?”, “What about a workshop to be given by John
McCartin?”, “Could we get more books in the library about abstracts?”, “ | know someone who could give us advice
about doing a history project” and so on. All of these suggestions did actually come from members in the past few
months, and all have been acted on.

SKILLED LABOR

ASOC is fortunate that we can draw on the developed skills of our members, often carried over from their paid em-
ployment, current or in the past. This skilled work includes managing our website; constructing parts of our studio;
producing the newsletter; developing the library and its loan system; handling all of the ASOC finances; maintaining
the membership lists; organising a raffle of art works; and creating floral arrangements for our exhibition. It goes
without saying that many members also contribute their artistic knowledge and skills in demonstrating, mentoring or
advising other members.

DONATIONS

We appreciate all those who have donated and continue to donate items. Some of these we use directly for art
activities in our studio: for instance a whiteboard, chair, cushions, screen, library books, bvbs and music cDs for our
sound system. In the past few years members and tutors have generously donated art work which has been raffled to
raise funds for ASOC.

DAY TO DAY ACTIVITY

Many members assist in ongoing and important ways which might not always been noticed. For instance, members
keep the studio tidy, arrange refreshments at our meetings, collect fees in our workshops and workgroups, respond to
daily enquiries from individuals and organisations, place advertisements in newspapers, and post out the newsletter.
SPECIAL CONTRIBUTIONS

We have been fortunate to have amongst our membership some individuals who make an enormous contribution to
our operations: they play a key role in major events and go far beyond what we would normally expect of them. They
sometimes go on giving in this way year after year. In this respect | will mention Ann Hand who is an outstanding
example (and who is, unfortunately, soon to leave us). Another type of exceptional contribution to ASOC is when
non-members play a substantial role in supporting us. These are often members’ partners, and they were very
apparent assisting us at our last Spring Exhibition and the SAE. It is not unknown for them to drive trucks with our
equipment, and load and unload it. A somewhat hidden contribution to ASOC saves us a lot of money, and that is
when members undertake storage of our equipment, currently spread across a number of members’ homes.

THE OUTCOME OF ALL OF THIS

Clearly the participation of members in running ASOC directly determines what art events and activities we are able to
offer. Most importantly that includes the ability to have a home at M16 Artspace. A year ago we did a simple financial
calculation of what members contribute through their work, and what we make financially for the Society. We esti-
mated that all of that came to about $100,000. A surprising figure | think!

We can never take our viability for granted. It wil | always be dependent on the membership contributin g
positively to ASOC. And every time a member contri  butes, it enhances our life as an artistic communit .
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PARTNERSHIP WITH CRANLEIGH SCHOOL
We are very pleased to enter into a partnership
with Cranleigh School in Holt. Cranleigh provides
educational programs for children with develop-
mental delays, autism, moderate to severe intel-
lectual or multiple disabilities in the age range 3-
12 years. Many members will be aware that
Cranleigh runs a very successful annual art
show, sponsored by Capital Chemist, which is a
major fund raiser for the school. Tim Hardy has
joined their art show committee and we will
explore ways we might support their show. As
one aspect of that support we will be loaning
some of the display screens which we purchased
last year and were used at our Spring Exhibition.
In return, Cranleigh is generously providing us
with storage space for all of our screens. There

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Our Spring Exhibition is to be held at the Wesley Centre from Thursday 8 September and run until Sunday
11 September. We plan that the Thursday afternoon will be devoted to the setting up of the exhibition
followed by the judging in the afternoon/evening. The show will open to the public on Friday morning, and
the official opening and presentations will be on the Friday evening, as it was last year. This changed
schedule should reduce the pressure on us and the judges to get everything ready for the formal opening.

Media Sections
As for last year we will have sections for seven different media: acrylic, watercolour, oil, pastel, drawing,
printmaking, and mixed media. Prizes will be awarded in each of these sections.

Major Prizes
In addition to prizes in each of the media sections, we will have major prizes for the Best Still Life and the
Best Abstrac t (both major prizes judged across all media).

Molonglo Catchment Art Prize

This year the Molonglo section is not going to be at Floriade, but will continue to be a separate component
of the Spring Exhibition. We are very pleased that ACTEW is continuing their generous sponsorship of this
prize to the tune of $2000. We have had a number of discussions with the Molonglo Catchment Group
(MCG) with whom we work about defining themes for this section more clearly. As a result, for 2011 while
retaining the title “Along the Molonglo” the sub-theme is “The Untold Riches of our Native Grass-

lands" . Tom Baker, Deputy Chair of the MCG has said “that this theme is most pertinent for this year
because there is currently a project called ‘Seeing Grasslands’, which is promoting the values of our native
grasslands, including the associated fauna.” Check out the website
www.flickr.com/groups/seeinggrasslands where the public is invited to submit photos. This is funded by the
ACT Government Environment Grant, run through the MCG and supported by Friends of Grasslands. By
using this theme, we are complementing this project and there is an immediately available wealth of ideas
for artists. We may also have a person talk about this theme at one of our monthly meetings. (Next year
the Molonglo Prize is possibly going to have Water as a focus and be linked with a stand-alone environ-
mental event concerned with water.)

Fabulous Fakes

Another change will be a new section called “Fabulous Fakes” and this section invites you to submit a copy
of a work by a master artist. The prizes are kindly sponsored by John Myatt, the famous forger and 2010
SAE tutor. "The John Myatt Prize for the Most Fabulous Fake" should be a talking point of the ex-
hibition. John says “I hope lots of people put forward their entries! “ We are yet to work out details of entry.
However, there will be a limit of one work for this prize, and you will be required to submit a good quality
photograph of the work you have copied.

Number of Work s

As for last year there is an upper limit of eight works that yo u may submit. As already indicated you

are restricted to one entry for Fabulous Fakes and two for the Molongo section, and such paintings
would constitute part of your overall quota of 8 wo rks.

Most works will fall under the limit of 1 metre by 1 metre. However this year we have decided that for those
who wish to submit one or more larger works then th e total area of all of your entries must not

exceed 8 square metres.  This allows for more flexibility for those who paint on a large scale.

Exhibition Committee

Almost all members of last year’s exhibition committee have agreed to work on this year's committee. That
is a generous contribution from those 13 people and much appreciated. It means we are starting with an
experienced core exhibition team who work well together. However a few more members would be very
welcome. We have our first meeting on Saturday 9 April at 10am. Please let the Exhibition Coordinator,

Exhibition Coordinator
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(And the answer is ...)

A few weeks ago | visited this dome and was blown over by its design
and lighting effects. It is an Art work par excellence, but you can only
experience it at sunrise and sunset. As a start | suggest you go to the
website of the ANG and click on "Turrell Dome". | suggest that you
use Google and type in Turrell Dome, ANG, Canberra. It will give you
some background and will tell you what time is best, because the time
changes as the sun changes its position.

The lighting effect of the Dome is not advertised by the ANG for good
reason: there are only 24 seats in the dome and for the best effect you
should be in there with the minimum number of people. That means
sunrise is best (half hour before!) because, well, most people are night
owls!

The other reason is that you need to have a fresh mind (in my opinion)
to be absorbed by this unusual effect; at sunset one's mind is normally
filled with all kinds of urban trivialities.

Now, what can

you expect?

Half an hour before sunrise the light inside the dome
dims and as the light subtly changes outside, the
internal light changes very subtly into all colours of
the rainbow. The effect of this on the hole ( the night
sky) in the ceiling is difficult to describe, but very
unreal and unexpected. | won't say much more,
because everyone reacts differently, but whatever
we think, it is an experience not to be missed. The
photos will give you some idea, but the reality (or
unreality...) is a different thing altogether.

So, get up early ! Bring a thermos and a cushion (the
concrete is cold and hard!) and enjoy. It's a great start
to the day!.
