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“Creativity isn’t an easy thing because you’re reaching into an unknown area.  You are doing something  
you have never done before.”  This is what Mary Todd Bean says in her DVD, ‘An Acrylic Journey’, which I 
recently viewed.  I found her discussion about being creative one of the most useful parts of this art instrution 
film.  
 
I think we would all have to agree that being creative can be a major challenge on most occasions.  Mary 
says this is because you have “to go beyond what you know and what you can do to be creative!”.  It is so 
much easier and safer to stay with the tried and true: but I often find that that is not particularly personally 
rewarding.  
 
What I found arresting as I listened to Mary was her reference to the view — that appears to be backed up 
by research — that “the creative artist works best on the edge of thei r competence” .  On the “edge of 
my competence”.  Intriguing.  It set me thinking about those of my works that have given me a buzz.  I con-
cluded that it was often when I had been working by the seat of my pants that I had such a positive outcome.  
(That is not to say there were no ”flops”!) 
 
I thought of the contexts in which I have worked vigorously ”on the edge”.  I can remember sessions at the 
Summer Art Experience and other tutored workshops where this has happened.  The tutor had taken us out 
of our comfort zones and we were in an arena where risk taking was required.  This seems to be when I was 
at the limits of my competence: I was not sure what I was doing, where I was going, and I was very uncertain 
of the outcome.  Some of the time, of course, I was simply trying to master new skills.  But there were other 
times when I was pushing what I was already able to do.    
 
It is great to see this sort of adventure from time to time occurring in our workgroups. For instance, members 
of the watercolour group have recently experimented for the first time with simple printing techniques follow-
ing on from Jo Hollier’s demonstration in October.  It is also the adventure for many participants each  
January at our Summer Art Experience.  There we have the opportunity in a supportive environment of 
learning new skills, adopting different approaches, and combining new media with ones we know well.  It is 
hard work, and most participants are exhausted by the end of the week.  Now I think I understand more 
clearly why that is so: we have indeed been working at the edge of our competence.   
 
Mary says “Its’ a hard place to be, but it is really the only place to be” if you want to be creative.   Maybe I 
need to practice going there more often.  (And maybe I should check out her recent book: “The Creative 
Edge: Exercises to Celebrate Your Creative Self” with details at http://www.marytoddbeam.com)  
 
I look forward to sharing tales about all of this with members during the SAE at the Orana School in January.  
Then at our January monthly meeting we will hear from members recounting their SAE experiences and 
showing us their work: we know many will have done things they have never done before.

ACHIEVEMENTS 

Many positive comments, both verbal and written, 
have been received  about 

 the layout and hanging of the exhibition: people 
have commented on the “wow” impact as 
they entered the hall; the room to view 
paintings and to move around easily; the 
look created by the screens; the lighting

 the offering of refreshments was much 
appreciated, and 

 the overall organisation of the show. 

 

We have tried out a new venue  that proved chal-
lenging at times, but it worked well for us. 

The teamwork was first rate : when we had the odd 
crisis people readily stepped in to cover and many 
people did far more than was expected of them 

We achieved a small profit  of approximately $600 
overall, and given the highly competitive environment 
in spring that was a good outcome.  Sales were 
approximately $12,000 with 33 paintings sold.  

Important initiatives for this show (and for the 
MCAP) included 

 a complete revision of the entry 
forms  which worked effectively, and  

 payment for judges for the first time, 
clearly the right thing to do now. 

The cost of hire of the Albert Hall was the 
main reason that we moved this year.  Had 
we sold the same works at the Albert Hall 
as we did at the Wesley Centre this year, 
we would have had a substantial loss.  
Some members have expressed the view 
that we should go back to the Albert Hall for 
our next large exhibition: they prefer it to 
the Wesley Centre on a number of 
grounds.  Those arguments are under-
stood, and we will consider these along 
with the positive outcomes of this year's 
exhibition.

JUDGES’ COMMENTS ON MAJOR PRIZES AT THE 2010 SPRING  EXHIBITION

considered these particular works so 
special.  Kerry and Greg did a marvellous 
job of judging so many works in limited 
time.  We greatly appreciate their dedica-
tion and the professional way they 
contributed to our exhibition. 

Molonglo Catchment Prize  
Uriarra Way (Oil)  by  Ian Sharpe 

The range of pictures in this section gives a 
wonderful insight into the Molonglo 
Catchment in a creative and heartfelt 
demonstration of great talents. 

This painting has subtle tonal balance with 
an ingrained textual patterning and a gentle play 
of both the warm and cool palette. It manifests a 
tangible agreement between the principals of 
harmony and unity in proportion across the 
canvas.  (Greg Mackay) 

Best Portrait or Figure  
‘The Captive’ (Mixed Media)  by Patricia Wheatstone  

This is a rich and alive painting, which has a 
Matisse/Chagall feel to it.  It has a rough back 
ground with a gentle, but definite Portrait and 
Figure.  I am surprised that there are so few 
Portraiture and Figurative images in this exhibi-
tion.

Best in Show  
‘Bathtime for the Bulls’ (Watercolour) by Ray Barne tt 
Greg and I felt that these 400 or so works here 
exhibited are like a metaphor of a varied human 
experience, illustrative of the unique fingerprint of 
humanity.  There are tidy painters and dribbly 
ones, artists who look within and those who seek 
further afield.  There are creators, illustrators, 
cataloguers and experimenters.  Among all, a 
number of works had a clearer voice, a purpose-
ful intent, and among these Ray Barnett’s was 
outstanding. 

The winning work is a work by a consummate 
artist who is able to convey form and movement 
with so few strokes that it engages the viewer to 
participate in the process.  The judges like the 
unusual angle, behind and to the rear (excuse the 
pun) which invites the observer across the pud-
dles and into the picture.  The apparent simplicity 
of the painting belies the complexity, tonal bal-
ance and subtle palette which are all the marks of 
an award-winning and experienced painter.

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Following on from our Spring exhibition, the Management Committee agreed that the major issue is not  
now whether we have next year’s exhibition at the Wesley Centre.  It is much broader than that. We need  
to develop our whole approach to exhibitions, including clarifying their aims.  We need to consider such 
issues as how many we should have, what types of exhibition we could mount, their timing, and where the 
Molonglo Catchment exhibition might sit in our whole program. 

The need for a review has come about partly because of the increased arts activity around Septem-
ber/October which prompts the question "Are there better times to have our major exhibition?"  Moving into 
M16 Artspace and the output from the workgroups raises questions about suitable opportunities for that 
work to be displayed. Should there be a number of smaller exhibitions to accommodate these?  And finally, 
obtaining the screens has suggested we need to consider how we might use them effectively. 

As part of the review on November 3 we met with the President and Vice President of the Molonglo Catch-
ment Group, Lynton Bond and Tom Baker, at the Botanic Gardens.  There we canvassed various options, 
including refocusing the theme of the exhibition and prize, and considering a range of possible venues.  We 
also discussed linking the exhibition to particular environmental events.  When we have firm decisions 
about possible changes we will let you know.
