We have just had that wonderful annual ASOC event, the Spring Exhibition . It is always a joy to experience the quality and
vibrance of what our members create during the year. lItis also a time when we enjoy sharing our endeavours with friends,
relatives, and members of the public. It is a great opportunity to tell people what it is we do and how much it matters to us. For
some it is the first time that they find the courage to display their work in public.

We know that some of the works on display have their origin in various workgroups that have become such a central feature
of ASOC. The supportive and stimulating environments that have been created in our M16 studio have been important for
many members.

Some members entered the Molonglo Catchment prize after hearing the leaders of that group and the Friends of Grasslands
speak at a monthly meeting . Some members took home the odd stalk of native grass from the display we had in our studio
after that meeting. Twenty-nine members copied masterworks and entered them in the John Myatt Prize for Fabulous Fakes,
which was created out of John’s generous financial gift to us. This was one of the outcomes of having John tutor at our 2010
Summer Art Experience .

There are many other positive outcomes of the SAE, that other major event in our annual calendar. Not least, of course, are
the leaps in artistic development that many people make after attending in January. That has certainly been the case for me: |
really started my art activity late in life by participating for the first time in a course at the 2003 SAE. That workshop was in
watercolour. When | decided to shift in a new direction a few years later | did so by attending Lynn Diefenbach’s pastel work-
shop at the 2008 SAE. Then in 2010 | wanted to return to a focus in life drawing so | attended a SAE workshop in that area.

Each time my experience in the six SAEs | have attended proved vitally important in propelling me along in a particular medium,
supporting me to try something very different, or helping me combine approaches and mediums. There was always stimulation
and plenty of challenge presented in that intensively focused period in January.

Those who attend the SAE now have the opportunity of keeping up the momentum gained in new approaches, in a new
medium or in general expertise. At the January monthly meeting we invite members to show and speak to their works from the
SAE. Then they can patrticipate in one of our eight workgroups. In such a group a member might then work towards exhibiting
new work in our Spring exhibition. Full circle!

So we can see dynamic links exist between our exhibition, ASOC workgroups, monthly meetings and the annual SAE. Signs
that our community is a very healthy and developing one.

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2011 SPRING EXHIBITION REPORT

By all accounts our Spring Exhibition was a great
success. We had approximately 800 visitors enjoy the

The local print media were very supportive in promot-
ing our show with articles and photos, with particular
interest shown in the John Myatt Prize.

Greg Bayliss from 666ABC again demonstrated by
opening our show how fortunate we are to have such
community oriented presenters in our local media.

The hall at the Wesley Centre has many advantages,
not least its size and day lighting. But it has pitfalls if
one is not aware of them. However this year, being the
second time we had been there, we were aware of
potential hazards and managed these well.

The Opening itself attracted a likely record opening
crowd of 170 people. Overall we had approximately
800 visitors to the show.

The exhibition again proved to be an excellent oppor-
tunity to promote our Society, the SAE and our raffle
with $910 of tickets sold.

There were 454 entries in the different sections. Not
one work went astray or was damaged which is always
a relief with such a large number of works.

Our judges Bernard Hardy and Julie Bradley worked
very well as a team, and were not pressured by time
constraints as they had been last year. They started
their big task at 8am on the Friday. Julie has provided
written comments on major prize winners and these
follow this report. Many thanks to Julie and Bernard.

The number of entries in the Molonglo Catchment prize
at 49 was possibly a record. And that outcome was
very pleasing given the narrowing of the focus for the
first time. The Native Grasslands theme gave this
section a coherence it has never really had. The
Molonglo Catchment Group and the Friends of Grass-
lands were delighted with the display and entries,
commenting how good the publicity had been for their
own activities. The FOG people are publishing an
article with photos about the show in their newsletter.

The John Myatt prize was greatly enjoyed by many.
We received numerous comments about how interest-
ing and enjoyable the section was. Members com-
mented on how much they had learned from the work
of copying. | sent a selection of photos of the section
and the judges comments to Rosemary and John
Myatt. While people were overwhelmingly positive
about the section, | noted to John that | heard a couple
of comments that the section did not have a place in
our show. In response John commented: "For 400
years copying the Master's work was the first thing you
did as an art apprentice and was always considered a
valuable teaching method in art academies the world
over until the early 1900's. The only way to learn how
to paint is by painting, and to restrict the scope of what
can be painted in this pursuit is quite simply wrong
minded. Even now | learn so much from working in the
style of other artists that | defy anyone to say that it has
not been time well spent.”

SALES

Statistics on sales are helpful to the organisers and
also to entrants when setting prices of their works.

Total number of sales: 35, being 8% of 454 entries
Total value of sales: $10,830

Median price: $260 Average price: $309

Number of sales of works priced $400 and above: 7
Highest price $625

It is very interesting to learn that half of the paintings
sold for less than $260. Only three were over $500.

Some members might be concerned at the sales
situation. So | went back to newsletter reports of the
2007 and 2008 exhibitions held at the Albert Hall.
Over the 10 days of the show in 2007 there were 700
visitors, and in 2008 1000 visitors in 10 days. Our 800
over three days compares very well. But sales were
much higher in 2007-08. In 2007 the average sale
price was $308 (virtually identical to this year's aver-
age) but around 18% sold, and in 2008 there was a
similar figure. So the sales statistics have changed
substantially from a few years ago. There is no doubt
that selling art has become more difficult since the
GFC, and other Societies are reporting that. Would
we do better back at the Albert Hall over a week? We
are debating that.

In the lead up to the exhibition a number of newer
members sought my advice on pricing their works. |
said to them after sharing my approach that | would
write something for the newsletter about this, and | will
do so next year.

JUDGES’ COMMENTS ON SOME OF THE MAJOR PRIZE WINNERS

We would like to congratulate all the entrants on
such a high standard of work this year.

Molonglo Catchment Art Prize

Winner —Sandra House
"Molongolo Grasslands Triptych”.

This triptych shows the long view through the use of 3
perspectives to create the overall impression .The use
of subtle colours-earth colours- are muted and create a
sense of stillness and quiet in these works This work
displays a refined and deep understanding of colour.

2" place- Carolyn Lawrence
" Grasslands”

Texture enlivens the surface of this work and along
with a simple composition of horizontals creates an
arresting image which speaks of climatic conditions
and emotion.

3" place -An Pan
“Sun rise”

Interesting contrast of earth tones against cool greens.
Formally the composition in a horizontal format sug-
gests the “bigness” of our landscape and the device of
a diagonal to draw the eye to the sun works well.
Harmony is achieved through the overall treatment of
both colour and texture-a very attractive image.

John Myatt Prize for Fabulous Fakes
Winner -Jeanette Robbins
“Madonna and child with St. John
(Aldobrandini Madonna)”.

This work demonstrates a skilful understanding of local
colour with the use of “Sfumato” technique of blurring
the landscape which gives a sense of depth in the
image. Strong contrasts of scale work well also. Excel-
lent use of acrylic paint to mimic the original oil tech-
nique. This work stood out to both judges immediately

and is so good a copy it could be real a fabulous fake!
Well-done Jeanette!

2" place - Di Klima
“The Four Witches”.

A very convincing replica which imitates very well the
original characteristics of the artwork such as the
gathering of the four figures to create a focal point and
the directional line of the cross hatching in rendering
the figures. The transfer of information from the original
in areas such as the contrasting tonal values of light
and dark and the understanding of proportions creates
an excellent copy of the Durer work.

3" place -Bev Gaykema
"Bathers at La Grenouillere”

This works shows particular skill in matching the
palette used by Monet and catches the feeling of light
which the impressionists were trying to represent.
There is luminosity, brightness and the effect of spar-
kling light reflected on water. Good use of complemen-
tary colours red and green in particular.

“THERE’'S NO-ONE HOME” — Margaret Olley 1923 - 2011

Margaret Olley died 26 July 2011 aged 88 years old. One of Australia’s most distinguished painters and supporters of young and
emerging artists, Olley was made a Member of the Order of Australia in 1991.

Olley had a saying that haunts and inspires my efforts in painting - “There’s no-one home”

Olley used these words to refer to paintings that don’t have “It”. (My interpretation). | have pondered this phrase many times and |
get “it” - but thought | would have a go at putting it into words.

Nobody home...nothing going on...no focus...no excitement...no passion...nothing passing between the painting and the audi-
ence...etc.

Those words haunt every painting | put my mind to and what powerful words they are! For me...these words inspire me to paint
my very best and don't allow me to fudge or pretend that something is OK when it isn't.

“l spend whatever time | can painting. | spend my life going from one place to another, following the light round. I hate painting
during the winter 'cause the light seems to fail, it's undependable.

Once you've lost the momentum, you've left it, it's like a
failed mayonnaise.”
