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A WORD FROM THE PRESIDENT 

 
IT’S NOW UP TO YOU! 

Over the past few months the Spring Exhibition Committee has been hard at work planning our annual 
members‟ exhibition to take place 9-11 September.  It is a very large event that has to go like clockwork: 
400 works being hung in a matter of hours on the Thursday and everything else in place for a public open-
ing the next morning.  That is why we have fifteen members taking on diverse roles to achieve all of this. 
One of our biggest challenges each year is bringing the exhibition to the notice of the public. Good atten-
dance is vital so that exhibiting members experience the pleasure of having their work viewed by others.  
Obviously a high level attendance also increases the chances of members making a sale, which is a re-
warding experience in itself. 

As you would be aware there is a great deal of competition to gain the attention of the local media and 
through them the general public.  There is always a wide range of visual arts events: we are very fortunate 
in Canberra in that regard.  But it does make it difficult to “cut through” and convince people to make the 
effort to come to our exhibition. 

We use a wide range of media in our promotional efforts, including flyers, posters, our website, radio, 
newspaper advertisements and news stories.  We know that some of these avenues are more potent than 
others, and we know that in spite of all this activity there are people who will still say that they did not know 
the ASOC exhibition was on.  

Experience in our exhibitions over the past few years has shown that probably the most effective means of 
achieving a good attendance is through word of mouth.  And that is where you come in. 

Firstly, we trust you yourself will come to the exhibition, even if you are not exhibiting.  If the latter is the 
case, do come and find out what other members are doing, and whether you might consider future partici-
pation. If you are a distant member you would be made especially welcome for making the effort to join us. 

Secondly, do promote the exhibition amongst your relatives, friends, work colleagues and neighbours.  
Attending an exhibition is more enjoyable if you come with someone.  Bring them along to show them your 
work should you be exhibiting.  Bring them even if you are not. They will have an enjoyable time in viewing 
the marvellous diversity and quality of our members‟ works.  You will be able to show them something of 
the Society to which you belong. 

So please use the flyers about the Spring Exhibition that we will be sending to you in the mail. Talk to 
people and groups that you know and encourage them to attend.  Your hard working Exhibition Committee 
members are looking to you to support their efforts.  Let‟s all make this year‟ s exhibition one to remember!  
I look forward to catching up with you at the Wesley Centre in early September.

Kylie proved to be a lively and generous demonstrator 
revealing the basic techniques of using the airbrush 
and completing a fine work.  So much interest was 
generated, that we might be able to arrange a work-
shop next year with Kylie, as long as the equipment 
issue can be met. 

Helen Fitzgerald  Sketching 26 June 

Helen‟s demonstration focused on sketching using 
watercolour.  There was a lot of interaction during her 
Sunday session, and people discussed and saw the 
value of sketching.  The emphasis was on “drawing to 
see” what is there, rather than trying to faithfully 
represent what is there..  This was a very lively and 
valuable session, and we might well have Helen back 
in 2012 to run a weekend workshop.

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A MORNING AT STRATHNAIRN WITH PRINTMAKERS, JO HOLLIER AND CARY JAMES. 

On a very cold June morning, five of us from ASOC's Tuesday printmaking group and two from the Canber-
ra Art Society went to Strathnairn to visit the studios of Jo Hollier and Cary James.  Strathnairn is a former 
homestead, now an art gallery with studios on Canberra's western outskirts near the Murrumbidgee River, 
just beyond Holt.  Jo and Cary, both printmakers, made us very welcome with delicious coffee and cake 
which we ate in front of the log fire in the art gallery itself before moving out to visit their studios.  

A major drawcard to Jo's studio was the window overlooking mature gumtrees in the grassy paddock with a 
hill in the background, a really rural outlook that provided peace and inspiration. Framing her windows were 
curtains with screen printed Eucalyptus leaves and gumnuts 

Several of us had attended one of Jo's recent workshops and were familiar with her art using collagraphs (a 
print made from a collaged plate with raised images), linocuts, woodblocks, dry point etching (scratching, 
gouging or scraping an image on to a plate without using acid baths), solar printing, and mixed media.  In 
her studio we saw examples of her portrayal of many objects ranging from a series of bowls, to colourful 
birds and flowers, leaves, fruits, and nuts, Australian and exotic. The immediate impression was one of 
colour, imagination, and variety, and of a studio that had order to it.  

Jo told us about the technique of solarplate printing which involves creating your artwork on a transparent 
or translucent film. The film is overlaid on a solarplate and both film and solarplate are exposed together to 
the sun. The beauty of the process is that no toxic chemicals are used which makes it user and environ-
mentally friendly.   

Jo then offered to print one of Shirley's collographs which was an outdoor scene created out of grass, 
melaleuca leaves and bark which had all been glued to a board. Jo was concerned that the materials were 
too raised and knobbly for successful printing.Using water-based paint, Jo mixed white into red followed by 
a dark blue. She massaged the paint into the design, then pressed the printing paper which had been 
soaked for 15 minutes, on to the collograph. The result was a darkly 
focussed central point  

For a second print, Jo wiped ink off and massaged what remained into 
the collograph image again. She then used her printing press, position-
ing Shirley's collograph beneath the precious wool blanket and rotating 
the wheel. The result was an image that pleased Shirley and us as 
aspiring printmakers: it was lighter and with less concentration of 
colour in the centre. 

We enjoyed a preview of Jo's dramatic drypoint etchings of the (south-
ern) Yellow Tailed Black Cockatoo that she was preparing for the 
exhibition, Footprints, Marks on the Environment at the Belconnen Arts 
Centre.  

We then moved into Cary's studio. Cary focuses on waterless lithography in which he prepares an alumi-
nium plate and draws an image on the the plate using indelible ink. He covers the surface with a thin coat of 
silicone which is cured either by using a warming plate or by being left to cure itself. Acetate is used to 
obtain the image along with rubber based ink. 

He uses the technique to portray his studies of female nudes and of 
portraits in black and white. The style is reminiscent of engravings in 
old manuscripts and a portrait of a chubby faced child turned out to 
be one of Jo's grandchildren.  

Cary also had portrayed streetscapes and landscapes in soft colours 
and old barns or sheds on a rural property which looked as if it might 
have been based on Strathnairn.  In 2010, Cary had attended the 
printing academy Il Bisonte in Florence for his waterless lithography 
course, an experience he couldn't praise too highly and one he plans 
to repeat. 

It was time to leave the artistic world and head back into cold reality. 
While Tim led a few diehards into the bitter wind to inspect the pottery kilns or ovens, the rest of us scuttled 
to our cars.  Thank you to Jo and to Cary for a very interesting and rewarding visit and to Margaret for 
organising the outing.
